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1 Introduction

This document represents a collation of core data on which Walsall PCT and Walsall Borough Council’s interim JSNA is based. It is currently a live document and indicates where data is either missing as well as where it could be enhanced.

The document supplements the Interim Summary JSNA document that Cordis Bright has produced.

1.1 Geographical Area of Walsall

The boundaries for Walsall PCT and Walsall Borough Council are coterminous. Therefore, throughout this document, unless otherwise stated, the geographical area will be referred to as Walsall throughout.

	A type of heart disease caused by narrowing of the coronary arteries that feed the heart, which needs a constant supply of oxygen and nutrients carried by the blood in the coronary arteries.  When the coronary arteries become narrowed or clogged by fat and cholesterol deposits and cannot supply enough blood to the heart, CHD results.

	Confidence Interval: This gives an estimated range of values which is likely to include an unknown population parameter, the estimated range being calculated from a given set of sample data

	COPD
	Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease
	COPD stands for chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. This is a term used for a number of conditions; including chronic bronchitis and emphysema. COPD leads to damaged airways in the lungs, causing them to become narrower and making it harder for air to get in and out of the lungs. The word 'chronic' means that the problem is long-term.

	Decayed, Missing and Filled Teeth
	Decayed, missing and filled teeth

	DSR
	Directly age-Standardised Rates
	Directly age-standardised rates make allowances for differences in the age structure of the population, over time and between the sexes.

	General Fertility Rate
	This measures the number of births per 1,000 women aged 15 to 44 or 15 to 49

	General Practitioner

	Family Resource survey


	The Family Resources Survey is an annual report published by the Department of Work & Pensions which summarises the results of the full survey year. Information is provided on Household Characteristics, Income and State Support Receipt, Tenure and Housing Costs, Assets and Savings, Carers, Occupation and Employment.

	 Genito-Urinary Medicine
	Sexual health medicine

	HIV
	Human Immunodeficiency Virus
	HIV is a lentivirus (a member of the retrovirus family) that can lead to acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS), a condition in humans in which the immune system begins to fail, leading to life-threatening opportunistic infections.

	Index of Multiple Deprivation
	The Index of Multiple Deprivation 2007 combines a number of indicators, chosen to cover a range of economic, social and housing issues, into a single deprivation score for each small area in England. This allows each area to be ranked relative to one another according to their level of deprivation.

	Measles, Mumps and Rubella
	MMR is the combined vaccine to prevent the following diseases:

Measles; mumps; rubella. Since the vaccine was introduced in 1988, the number of children catching these diseases has fallen to an all-time low.

	Office for National Statistics

It functions as the office of the National Statistician, who is also the UK Statistics Authority's Chief Executive and principal statistical adviser to the UK's National Statistics Institute and the 'Head Office' of the Government Statistical Service (GSS).

	QAG
	Quinary Age Group
	A way of grouping individuals into age bands of 5 years (e.g. group of people aged 5-9 years)

	RAP
	Referrals, Assessments and Packages of Care data
	The Referrals, Assessments and Packages of Care Project (RAP) was developed to provide a coherent set of national statistics on adult community care. RAP was first rolled out in England 1 April 2000 to 31 March 2001.

	SAP
	The Standard Assessment Procedure
	The Standard Assessment Procedure is adopted by Government as the UK methodology for calculating the energy performance of dwellings

	SEN
	Special Educational Needs
	A pupil is defined as having Special Educational Needs (SEN) if he or she has a learning difficulty which requires special educational provision to be made for him or her. All pupils with SEN must have those needs addressed, via a broad and balanced education. In most cases, it is the pupil's mainstream school that will make this provision.

	Strategic Health Authority

	Tuberculosis (abbreviated as TB for tubercle bacillus or Tuberculosis) is a common and often deadly infectious disease which usually attacks the lungs

	Total Period Fertility Rate
	The total period fertility rate is calculated as the sum of the age specific birth rates of women in single year cohorts. The total period fertility rate is the average number of children that would be born to

a cohort of women who experienced, throughout their childbearing years, the fertility rates of the calendar year in question.


2 Demography
2.1 Summary

Walsall had a population of 254,500 in 2006 (ONS, 2007).  Following a period of decline, the population has increased gradually since 2001. The population in Walsall is predicted to decline from 252,800 in 2004 to 249,200 by 2026. This is a consequence of outward migration
. 
2.1.1 Minority ethnic population
BME groups in Walsall grew from 9.6% of the population in 1991 to 13.6% of the all ages population in 2001
, and 23.8% of under 5’s
.

The proportion of BME groups within the population is greater than either regionally or nationally (11.3% and 8.7% respectively).  Walsall has one of the highest ethnic minority populations in England. Only 45 other local authorities, out of a total 376, had a higher proportion of BME groups in 2001
.

Projections carried out by the Black Country Study have demonstrated that the proportion of BME groups within the population will continue to increase
. During the period 2004-26, the White British population is predicted to decline from 217,300 to 201,250 and making up 81% of the total population in 2026 compared to 86% in 2004. The most significant predicted increases are for mixed ethnicity groups (increase of +58%), Pakistani (+57%) and Bangladeshi / other Asian (+50%)
. 

2.1.2 Older people

The number of elderly people (aged over 65 years) in Walsall is projected to increase by 3.2% by 2026.  The rate of increase will be greatest in the over 75s. 
Population figures suggest an ageing population profile. 24.4% of all households consist entirely of pensioners compared with 23.4% in 1991. This includes lone pensioner households that account for 14.8% of all households
. Walsall is over represented in the 65-74 age group when compared to national figures. In the 75+ age group , Walsall is currently under represented
.
Population projections for older people show by 2021 the 65 plus age group will represent 25% of the population
 and 85 plus is forecast to increase to 7,500 people compared to 4,776 in 2006
.

2.7 Migration: All people
2.7.1 Migrant worker data
Migration and immigration

Changes in migration patterns are beginning to impact on the make up of the population.  Data assembled by Birmingham University’s Centre for Urban and Regional Studies shows that Walsall has fewer asylum seekers than any of the other Black Country Boroughs and continues to have a ‘small’ refugee population.  
However, since 2002/03:

· The number of new immigrant worker registrations in Walsall from Indian Pakistani or Bangladeshi has remained at the same level.  
· Registrations from Eastern Europeans, mostly from Poland and the Czech Republic, have risen from zero to over 550 per annum.  
· Changes in membership of the EU will continue to impact on immigration to Britain and to the Borough due to the influx of workers from A8 Accession states.
3 Social and Environmental Context

3.1 Deprivation: All People
Deprivation is higher than average in Walsall with some wards falling into the most deprived 25% nationally. Walsall districts' average rank of scores has improved from 39th in 2000 to the 51st most deprived out of 354 Local Authorities in England in 2004 (a rank of 1 is the most deprived). 
More recently, the Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD) 2007
 ranked Walsall in the top 50 (45th) of the most deprived local authority areas. The IMD measures deprivation across 7 key domains. These include income, employment, crime, health, education, access and the living environment.  These results are combined to form the IMD that provides a single score and rank of deprivation
.
20.7% of children in the borough are eligible for free school meals compared with 14.3% nationally

However, Walsall is a borough of contrasts with a clear east/ west spilt with high levels of deprivation, including unemployment and poor health, to the west of borough, and parts of the east being extremely affluent
.

3.2 Deprivation: Children & Young People
3.2.1 Proportion of Children in Poverty (NI116)

Summary
Child Poverty data shows that nearly a third of Walsall’s children and young people live in poverty, with a 10% increase between 2004 and 2007. 
· Some neighbourhoods have a rate of over 50% with the highest in Birchills-Leamore at 75%
.
· Nearly a third of children in Walsall live in poverty.

· 29.7% live in households in receipt of workless benefits or tax credits 

· Those whose income (excluding housing benefits) is below 60% of the median before housing costs (15,988 children under 16) is up from 27% in 2004. 
· Just two wards, Palfrey and Birchills Leamore, together account for 61.4% of the increase in the number of children in poverty. 
· Another measure shows that 25.7% of children live in households dependent upon workless benefits (rising to 29.5% for under fives), up from 25.3% in 2006.

Child poverty can be seen as the underlying determinant of a wide range of outcomes, such as health and attainment. This is confirmed by an analysis, which found that child poverty at ward-level is negatively linked to educational achievement at all ages, that is, as levels of child poverty increase, educational achievement decreases. For example, the relationship between poverty and the % of pupils achieving 5 or more GCSE grades A*-C is -0.81, showing that as poverty increases educational attainment reduces.

A similarly powerful relationship is found between poverty and the admission of Looked After Children admissions; (correlation co-efficient r=0.84, where 1 is a perfect correlation and 0 is no correlation). These admissions are highly localised and this analysis could assist targeting of preventative services
.

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3.4 Living Arrangements: All People
3.4.1 Housing
Walsall has 101,333 households in the borough. Whilst the population is forecast to decline, the number of households is predicted to increase to 106,850 by 2026 due to the formation of smaller households
.
· 65% of households in Walsall are living in owner occupied accommodation, 
· 27% rent from a housing association 

· The remaining 8% rent privately or live rent free
.
· Three quarters (77%) of housing in the east is owner occupied compared with half (55%) in the west. 
· There is twice the rate of overcrowding in the west (7%) than in the east (4%)
· Twice the number of Black and Minority Ethnic (BME) residents in the west (17%) than in the east of the borough (9%)
· There are a greater proportion of younger people in the west and older people in the east and the average property prices in the east are 42% higher than the west
. 
House prices
Average house prices in Walsall as at the first quarter 2006 were £145,707 which is significantly lower than regional (£172,151) and national averages (£207,573).  A survey of local estate and letting agents suggests the entry-level property prices in Walsall vary from £67,000 for a one bedroom property to £176,000 for a 4 bedroom with minimum monthly rents in Walsall varying from £360 (one bed) to £570 (four bed).

It is estimated in Walsall that there are 3,639 existing households that can’t afford market housing and are living in unsuitable housing.  This represents 3.5% of all existing households in the borough.

Fuel Poverty

The Private Sector House Condition Survey found an estimated 10,200 dwellings (13%) in Walsall where fuel poverty was present. The private rented sector has, by a substantial margin, the highest rate of fuel poverty at 44% - 2200 dwellings. This reflects both the low incomes of residents in the sector and the poor energy efficiency of many properties
.
Decent Homes
Decent Homes need to be achieved for all tenures across the Borough, although the priorities for action are set to achieve government targets, which are:

· Bring all social housing up to a decent standard by 2010
· 70% of vulnerable households in the private sector will live in Decent Homes by 2010 and 75% by 2020

By 2008, the Private Sector House Condition Survey found that 56564 dwellings (75.7%) meet the requirements of the Decent Homes Standard and can be regarded as satisfactory. The remaining 18,200 dwellings (24.3%) are ‘non-decent’ due to unsatisfactory condition or inadequate amenity/ energy efficiency

4.1.1 Smoking

West Midlands Regional Lifestyle Survey
21% of men and 20% of women in Walsall indicated they were smokers in the 2005 survey (equivalent to 19,000 men and 20,000 women in the total population), which was marginally higher than the regional average prevalence rates. In Walsall’s Asian community, the survey suggested that smoking was almost exclusively confined to men (17%). 
Smoking prevalence was highest among younger age groups aged 25-44 years (27-28%). Among the most deprived socio-economic group (IMD1 quintile), smoking prevalence was more than 2.5 times higher than in the most affluent section of the Walsall population (IMD5). 
The survey indicated a substantial variation in smoking prevalence across wards in Walsall, ranging from 10% in Aldridge North and Walsall Wood to over 30% in Bentley and Darlaston North and Blakenall. Since the 2001 survey, smoking prevalence had fallen in 12 wards (particularly in Short Heath, Birchills Leamore, Blakenall, and Aldridge North and Walsall Wood) but had increased in 8 wards (particularly in Palfrey, St Matthews and Willenhall). 
Most smokers in Walsall were smoking fewer than 20 cigarettes per day but the core of heavier smokers (those smoking more than 20 per day) had increased from 12% of smokers in the 2001 survey to 21% in 2005

4.1.2 Eating habits

18% (23% nationally; 20% OFSTED) of the children in Walsall that took part in the 2007 “Tell-us” survey consumed the recommended daily intake of 5 portions of fruit and vegetables. 6% reported that they consumed no portions of fruit/vegetables, with a further 7% who said they don’t know
.
West Midlands Regional Lifestyle Survey
Only 20% of men and 28% of women in the 2005 West Midlands Regional Lifestyle Survey were eating the recommended ‘five-a-day’ portions of fruit and vegetables. This implies that about 73,000 men and 72,000 women in Walsall are not eating the recommended daily amounts of fruit and vegetables for healthy living – if data is generalised to Walsall’s population on the basis of the survey. 
Although ‘five-a-day’ consumption was positively correlated with socio-economic group, even in the most affluent group (IMD5) less than 30% of respondents were eating five-a-day. Across ethnic groups, the Asian community reported the lowest rate of five-a-day consumption at 18% versus 25% of the White population

4.1.3 Alcohol
West Midlands Regional Lifestyle Survey
About 23% of men and 10% of women in the 2005 survey were drinking in excess of guideline levels for ‘sensible drinking’ not damaging to health. This is equivalent to 21,000 men and 10,000 women in the total adult population in Walsall if the data from this survey is used to generalise to the population of Walsall. 
In recent years attention has focused also on potential health damage from “binge drinking”. The 2005 survey suggests that binge drinking was much more prevalent than just drinking in excess of the weekly sensible levels: about 38% of men and 21% of women in Walsall were binge drinkers, equivalent to about 34,000 men and 21,000 women in the total adult Walsall population (if the rate from the survey is generalised to the total population of Walsall). Binge drinking was highest in younger age groups up to 34 years, where over 50% of men and over 30% of women were bingeing. 
No clear geographic pattern of binge drinking across Walsall wards was evident from the 2005 survey. Also, some wards with high drinking prevalence had low rates of binge drinking and vice versa. 
The 2001 survey revealed ignorance on sensible drinking levels in the Walsall population. However, as the 2005 survey did not include questions on knowledge and awareness of sensible drinking levels, it is not known whether this has changed following the awareness raising activity of recent years
.

4.1.4 Physical activity

West Midlands Regional Lifestyle Survey
Only 40% of men and 35% of women responding to the 2005 survey said they were undertaking the recommended weekly level of moderate exercise12. If data from the survey is generalisable this could mean that about 56,000 men and 65,000 women in Walsall were not taking enough exercise for sustained healthy living. Moreover, almost 20% of respondents said they did not undertake moderate exercise on even one day per week. 
As may be expected, taking regular exercise was commonest among younger people but even among 18-24 year olds only 54% of men and 43% of women were meeting the weekly exercise guideline. There was little difference in the proportion of Asian and White population groups taking the recommended weekly exercise (38% and 37%), whilst the highest proportion (55%) was among the Black population in Walsall. 
Fewer people were taking regular exercise in the more deprived socio-economic groups in Walsall than among the more affluent. For example, 20% of respondents in IMD1 (the most deprived) quintile reported doing no exercise at all compared to 13% in IMD4 quintile

5.1.1 Summary

Walsall is one of the 70 Spearhead Authorities (defined as one of the 20% of areas in England with the poorest health and deprivation indicators) which have been identified by the Government as requiring additional attention and resources to address its poor health profile.   

There is a significant geographic divide between the health experiences of those living in the East and those in the West of the Borough with the West exhibiting much higher levels of deprivation.

This inequality is manifest. There is an eight year difference in life expectancy between the most deprived and the least deprived wards, high teenage pregnancy rates, high levels of obesity and unhealthy eating, limited physical exercise and 20% of residents living with incomes only found in the poorest 10% of the nation’s population.  Death rates from coronary heart disease (CHD), stroke and cancer in Walsall are all higher than the National and Regional averages.  The pattern of infant mortality is especially worrying (although it is important to be aware of the statistical interpretation of data relating to small numbers)

5.1.3 Life expectancy

Life Expectancy at birth for men in Walsall is lower than for the West Midlands and England and Wales.  Overall, taking into account yearly fluctuations, the rate is increasing, mirroring the national trend.  The gap between Walsall and England has increased by 0.2 per year from 1995-97 to 2003-05.  Life expectancy at birth for women in Walsall is marginally lower than for the West Midlands and England and Wales.  Overall, the rate for women is increasing faster than nationally and regionally.
Male life expectancy is a whole year less than average for England and Wales and worsening. Within Walsall the widest gap in male life expectancy is 8.4 years but improving
. Whilst the gap is more pronounced for men than for women (Department of Health), preventive strategies have succeeded in reducing levels of deaths from cancer and circulatory diseases in Walsall over the last 3 years
.

5.2.1 Infant mortality

Walsall’s Strategic Service Development Plan 2008-13
The most recent data released by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) in 2006 showed that infant and peri-natal mortality rates in Walsall had continued to increase in 2005.  The largest increase in deaths was seen in the early neo-natal period (0-28 days).  

Between 2000 and 2005, the infant death rates almost doubled from 5.2 per 1,000 live births in 2000 to 10.2 in 2005. This is higher than the rate of 8.2 per 1,000 live births in England and Wales.

Infant mortality is the number of infant deaths (under 1 year old) per 1,000 live births, and is linked very strongly with deprivation.  Walsall’s 2001-03 rate of 5.7 was closer to the national figure at 5.46 deaths per 1,000 live births, but rose to 6.8 between 2002-04
.

The National Centre for Health Outcomes Development (NCHOD) found Walsall’s rate of infant mortality for infants per 1,000 live births between 2004-06 was higher than the national and West Midlands rate for infants under 1 year, infants under 28 days and infants under 1 week.

5.11.1 Suicide

The following analysis is taken directly from Walsall information based on information from the National Centre for Health Outcome Development.

In 1995-97 baseline period (Figure 25 and 26), Walsall’s mortality rate was well below the regional and national average and was already below the national target rate for 2010. The Walsall target was therefore set to achieve a further 20% reduction by 2010. The LDP/Spearhead target for Walsall, set by the Birmingham and Black Country Strategic Health Authority, took into account the higher mortality rates in 2001/02 and set a less demanding rate of 7.3 per 100 000 by 2010. However, for Walsall, this would imply a higher suicide rate than in the 1995-1997 baseline period.
The figures below show Age Standardised Mortality Rates for Suicide and Undetermined Injury and target, all persons under 75 years, Walsall, West Midlands and England 1994-2006

The Walsall rate is over 50% higher than in North Staffordshire (which has the lowest rate in the West Midlands) but the Walsall rate is 25% lower than in Wolverhampton (which has the highest rate in the region). However, it should be noted that the relatively small number of deaths in each area contributes to the wide variation in rates.
Throughout most of the 1990s the suicide rate in Walsall was well below the national average. There are substantial year-to-year fluctuations, but there has been a trend increase in the suicide rate in Walsall resulting in a rate 10% above the national average by 2004-06.   Over the monitoring period, the suicide rate among Walsall men increased by 40% and in women the rate increased by 33%.

6.2.3 Learning Disability

All people

Emerson reported rates of 6 people with severe learning disabilities and 25-30 people with moderate learning disabilities per 1,000 of the general population. 

Applying these rates to Walsall gives an estimated population of 1,521 people with severe learning disabilities and 6,358 people with moderate learning disabilities. Lower numbers were actually known to services in Walsall in 2007, indicating a substantial level of unrecognised need in the Borough
.
Taking account of the profile of Walsall’s population and the size of the South Asian BME community, Walsall LD Services have estimated that the numbers of Walsall residents with a severe or moderate learning disability will increase by 2% each year, at least until 2011. After taking account of the loss of some people from services, this equates to an additional 25 people entering services each year
.

Local demography shows a growing number of people with severe learning disabilities over the age of 65 with an associated increase in the expected numbers of those people with age-related health needs and dementia.  There is also an observable growth in the numbers of young people with multiple disabilities and complex needs entering adulthood and in those presenting with severe challenging behaviours.  Information from the Children In Need survey indicates that Walsall has nearly double the number of children with autism in receipt of a service than the average for the Council’s 16 comparator authorities
.

· anxiety states  4,152 to 15,571
Not all mental health problems will necessarily involve intervention from specialist services; indeed many people will not seek help at all.  Walsall’s Strategy for Mental Health in 2000 applied the Goldberg and Huxley Annual Period Prevalence Rate to the Walsall population and found that 6,225 people are likely to require input from specialist mental health services each year, of these 1,556 will experience severe and enduring mental illness.
